Talitha is a Hebrew word meaning a woman who is wearing a fringed scarf. 

The words "Talitha Cumi" are Hebrew meaning "Damsel, I say unto thee, arise." 

Hamilton, in his 1907 will mentions his daughter Tillathia Wilson. 

A half-sister Josephine Mayfield (*1855) who married Jeremiah Barton Norton names a daughter Talitha 

in 1885 Pickens Co GA. 

Samuel McDonald born in 1837 AL somehow meets Talitha before 1860 in either Campbell Co or Pickens 

Co GA, perhaps in Itawamba County, Mississippi. My best guess is that she lived with her mother’s family, the Martins 

about the time Hamilton and Ary moved to Gilmer/Pickens County. There are about 18 Martins in Itawamba County in 1850 and 

56 in 1860. A Silas Martin lives with Anderson Mayfield in 1850.
